Most Classic Arabian Head
Class Description

1. Open to Arabian and Part-Arabian stallions, mares and geldings.
2. Horses must be shown in a plain, unmarked sheet or cooler.
3. To enter the ring at a walk and line up for further inspection.

4. The head shall be comparatively small with the profile of the head straight or preferably
slightly concave below the eyes. The muzzle shall be small with large nostrils, extended
when in action. The eyes shall be large, round, expressive and dark, set well apart. Glass
eyes shall be penalized. There should be comparatively short distance between the eye and
the muzzle with deep jowls, wide between the branches. Correctness of bite must be
considered. The ears shall be small, thin and well shaped, tips curved slightly inward.

5. Class placing to first to sixth place.
